You will think about the people’s lifehood in those
days, and it's carried down to the present day.

head of the household. Why Nagahama? How did the the castle
constructed here change the town, which was just a small fishing
village?

Once you exit the ticket gate, you’ll
find yourself at Railway Square, one
of Nagahama’s most popular tourist
attractions.

And if you're looking for more to explore,
don’t miss Nagahama Castle, located
on the beautiful Lake Biwa side.

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There is a secret of Nagahama’s
development in the town!

You can find various stone pillars on the
road side while you are casually walking.
For example, there is a stone pillar with
the words “Follow OO Nagahama Territory”
written on it. This means that Hideyoshi
would not levy an annual tax from here
to here in order to develop Nagahama!
This indicates the scope of the “shuinti”
area agreed upon by government.
Apparently there are still 5 original ones
remained in the town, so let’s look for

them as if we were digging for a treasure.
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Drop by “Tokushoji” temple

A little far from downtowm where is a
temple of the Azai family, which was
driven to extinction by Hidetoshi.

Why is it located in the castle town ruled
by Hideyoshi? The reason for this is that
after the fall of the Azai clan, Azai
Nagamasa’s eldest daughter became a
concubine of Hideyoshi, who was
supposed to be his enemy, while his
third daughter became the legal wife of
the second generation of the Tokugawa
shogunate. Feel the romance of history
at a temple associated with the three
Asai sisters who survived powerfully
during the SENGOKU era.

NAGAHAMA CITY
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Daitsuji temple

There are many mysteries about
Nagahama castle, it’s still unclarified
what the castle looked like at that time.
But it is said that the kitchen gate of
Daitsuji Temple is actually the Otemon
Gate of Nagahama Castle, which was
relocated. There are also holes in the
pillars that are said to be the marks of
guns and arrows !?

The stone-paved approach to the temple
is lined with lovely cafes and shops,
giving it a great atmosphere. Find your
own photo spot and take some photos,
or enjoy a relaxing cup of tea while
taking a break from your trip.
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Nagahamajo castle
(Nagahamajo Hitory museum)

At last, we visit to Nagahamajo castle.
In the museum, you will find some
answers why the town development
continues in Nagahama. Then we
climbed up to the observation deck at
top of the castle, and see a spectacular
view overlooking Mt. Ibuki and Chikubu
Island.

Did Hideyoshi also look down the city
of Nagahama.
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Ho Koen park

Visiting Ho Koen park is the climax of
the tour. The park is located on the
ruins of Nagahama Castle’s keep where
Toyotomi Hideyoshi’s residence was
located.

It’s a spot with a spectacular view of
the sunset overlooking the vast Biwako
lake, and watching the sunset over
the lake gives you a positive feeling
of a bright tomorrow ahead. You can
also enjoy beautiful cherry blossoms

in spring.
